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Medical Information & Treatment

Your child’s health and safety is of prime concern to us and it is essential that parents and teachers work together for the good of the child in this regard.

Medical Information

It is important that the school is aware of any medical condition which may affect your child during the school day.  This may include information on allergies, eyesight etc., Please fill in the relevant space in the ‘Contact Details & Medical Form for New Entrants ’  If there is no such condition please write ‘NONE’

Infection in school

Infections in school children are common.  However not all infectious diseases are contagious.  In the case of contagious diseases e.g. chicken pox, arising in school, all parents/guardians will be informed by letter.  If you discover that your child has an infectious disease please let us know especially in the case of an illness which may effect other children.  Please keep your child away from school until he/she is clear of infection and check with your G.P. when your child is fit to return to school.  

Headlice can be a problem in the classroom.  You can play a part in keeping it to a minimum by regularly checking your child’s hair (weekly at a minimum) and treating if necessary.

First Aid

From time to time minor incidents such as cuts and abrasions etc., will occur.  The staff at school will deal with these by washing the cut, cleaning with an antiseptic wipe and if necessary applying a plaster.

Administration of Medicines

Parents are required to complete the Contact Details & Medical Form for New Entrants when enrolling their child in school.  No teacher is obliged to administer medicines/drugs to a pupil and any teacher willing to do so works within the guidelines outlined in the Administration of Medication Policy.  If parents are requesting the school to administer medication (eg: in the case of a Long Term illness) parents must adhere to the guidelines outlined in the A.M.P including completion of relevant forms.  A copy of same is available on request and on the school website.
If your child is ill enough to require medicine throughout the day please keep her at home until the treatment is completed.  Children should not bring any medicines to school (including paracetamol and throat lozenges).

Emergency Procedure

Where a child has a fall/cut which is considered serious, an ambulance will be called.  When a child has a fall/cut which requires medical attention, and where it is safe to move the child, the parents/guardians will be contacted.  Failing that the child will be taken to the hospital as soon as possible by the Principal.  Staff in the school will continue to try and make contact with the parents/guardians.

Reporting of Accidents in School

The class teacher or duty teacher (whichever is relevant) is required to fill in a record of an accident in the Incident Book, where an injury is more than the usual cuts and grazes.  

Where the child receives a blow to the head, parents will be notified.  Staff will keep a record of how/when this notification is carried out. 
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
